Act Three Scene Five

Romeo and Juliet (morning after consummating their marriage) are in bed. Romeo needs to leave before the sun comes up. They hear the Lark. They are arguing whether he should leave yet. Lord Capulet tells her she will be there on Thursday or  he will disown her. Juliet asks mom to help her. Mom refuses. 

The nurse tells her to marry Paris because Romeo is banished. Juliet feels alone. Juliet tells the nurse to tell mom that she is going to the friar for confession. In reality, she is going to ask the friar for help. She thinks that if the friar won’t help her, she’ll need to die.
