Act Three Scene One

Scene opens with Mercutio and Benvolio. Mercutio is in a “mood.” Tybalt walks up and asks where Romeo is. Mercutio asks if they want to fight? Mercutio keeps mouthing off. Here comes Romeo. He has just married Tybalt’s cousin, Juliet. Tybalt calls Romeo a “villain.” Romeo says he’ll excuse that remark. Tybalt keeps yelling stuff at Romeo. 

Tybalt and Mercutio fight. Romeo grabs Mercutio’s  hand and wants them to stop fighting. Mercutio gets stuck in the lung. Tybalt runs away. Romeo and the others think Mercutio is just kidding. They can’t see the blood. When they open his jacket, they see the blood. “A plague on both of your houses.” (said by Mercutio)  Mercutio died. Tybalt comes running back. Romeo challenges Tybalt.  Romeo spears Tybalt.

Benvolio runs up and tells Romeo to get out of there. Romeo blames the stars. Romeo runs away. 

The town people show up. The Prince questions Benvolio. Benvolio blames Tybalt. Actually, Mercutio had started the fight originally. Old lady Capulet, tells the Prince not to listen to a Montague. The Prince says that Romeo did what the law would have done anyway (killed Tybalt). The Prince is going to fine everyone and Romeo gets banned from town.
