SCHOOL BUILDING CLOSURE:  A motion was made by Michael Perron and supported by Shaun Hughes to select Option 1 to close Central Elementary School and to move the elementary students (pre-K through 6) to the Mather Building.  Motion carried – all ayes.
SCHOOL-AFFILIATED ORGANIZATIONS IN MATHER BUILDING:  A motion was made by Shaun Hughes and supported by Walter Loope to table the decision of whether or not to allow current school-affiliated organizations to remain housed in the Mather Building until the next Board meeting.  Motion failed – 2 ayes/4 nays with Ms. Fulcher abstaining.
A motion was made by Walter Loope and supported by Michael Perron to permit the three school-affiliated organizations to remain housed in the Mather Building.  Motion carried – 4 ayes/2 nays with Ms. Fulcher abstaining.
BOARD COMMITTEE ON STAFF RELATIONS:  A motion was made by Michael Perron and supported by Bryan Hill to establish a Board Committee on Staff Relations.  Motion carried – all ayes.
GIRLS’ VARSITY VOLLEYBALL COACH:  A motion was made by Walter Loope and supported by Michael Perron to hire Dr. Ben Crofchick, Jr. as the Girls’ Varsity Volleyball Coach.  Motion carried – all ayes.
MIDDLE SCHOOL TRACK ASSISTANT POSITION:  A motion was made by Anne O’Neill and supported by Bryan Hill to eliminate the Middle School Track Assistant position due to low enrollment numbers.  Motion carried – all ayes.

CLOSED SESSION:  A motion was made by Walter Loope and supported by Bryan Hill to move to closed session for the purpose of discussion regarding the Superintendent’s evaluation.  Motion carried – all ayes.

OPEN SESSION:  A motion was made by Bryan Hill and supported by Debra Fulcher to return to open session.  Motion carried – all ayes.
SUPERINTENDENT’S CONTRACT:  A motion was made by Bryan Hill and supported by Michael Perron to renew the Superintendent’s Contract for a period of one year with the salary amount frozen and with terms of health insurance to be negotiated at a later date.  Motion carried – all ayes.
